Even though the juvenile sex offending is a serious problem in Korea, it
has not heen received social concern.

Marshall (1993) proposed the theory of ”Attachment deficit and
Emotional Loneliness and Sex Offending.” This study tried to determine the
applicability of this theory in Korea.
