The aim of this study is to find the theoretical framewark for building the
service delivery system for youth protection. The researches related to the service
delivery system for youth protection have been mainly proceeded on a various of
networking and the strategy of coordination in Korea. However, not having the
theoretical framework, most researches in the area have the difficulty of that the
result of the research is distorted by researcher’ prejudice and non - scientific.
Therefore, the study trying to find the theoretical framework for building the
service delivery system for youth protection has the aim to present a standard
theoretical frame for networking and the strategy of coordination in the service
delivery system for youth protection.

The analysis of study starts with the network analysis, the integrated system,
and the welfare pluralism of the theories of service delivery system. The
theoretical framework is structured on the welfare pluralism among them. The
theoretical framework for building the service delivery system for youth protection
presented has 3 functions of supporting and assessing, mediating, service
delivering. The last is composed of the informal sector, the voluntary sector, the

commercial sector, the mterrelated community organizations, the statutory sector.
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Especially, the result of study mediating sector, the informal sector, and the
commercial sector will playing role of stepping stone in developing the strategy
for building the service delivery system for youth protection.
