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Charter of the World Association of

Research and Development for Youth

Chapter |

Purposes and Principles

Article 1 : Title
In English, the official name of the organization is the Word
Association of Research and Development for Youth (WARDY), in

German, Weltorganisation far Forschung und Entwicklung der

Jugendbildung, and in Chinese, HRFAVEMHEHBHESY.

Article 2 : Purpose
The purpose of WARDY is to promote cooperation among its
members in the research and development of projects and policies

related to youth.

Article 3 : Principles
In pursuit of the purposes stated in Article 2, WARDY and its
members shall act in accordance with the following Principles.
1. All member groups shall Kkeep in contact with one
another, and cooperate with one another for the pursuit of the

purposes.
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Article 13 : Honorary Executives

1.

There are two kinds of Honorary Executives: Consultant and
Advisor.

Any president of the organization who has participated in
establishing WARDY and has resigned his office may Dbe
entrusted as an Advisor for WARDY upon the recommendation
of the General Assembly.

Any executive among WARDY s members who has contributed to the
development of WARDY may be entrusted as a Consultant upon the

recommendation of the General Assembly.

3. Homorary Executives may attend the General Assembly and

express their opinions in the General Assembly by the request

of the President of WARDY.
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Chapter IV

The General Assembly

Article 14 : Composition and Functions
The General Assembly shall consist of the President, Vice
Presidents, the Secretary-General and Representatives of the
member organizations, and shall have the following duties:
1. to elect or discharge the Executives;
. to dissolve WARDY and to amend the Charter of WARDY:
. to approve the budget and the expenses:

4. to accept the plans for projects:
5. to admit and expel members: and

. to maKe other decisions that may arise.

Article 15 : Convocation

1. The General Assembly shall meet in regular sessions every
other year, convoked by the President; special sessions shall
be convoked by the President with the approval of the
Executives or at the written request of a majority of members
of WARDY.

2. The President shall inform the members of the subjects to be
discussed three months in advance. However, if anything is

urgent, this rule shall not be applied.
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Article 16 : Decision

1. The General Assembly shall be opened with a majority of the
Members of the WARDY present.

2. Decisions of the General Assembly shall be made by a majority
of the members present and voting. Ties in voting will be
decided by the President.

3. The President or any member shall not vote, when either of the
following is related to him:

(1) the election or the discharge of the Executives: or

(2) the reception of money or property.
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Chapter V

The Secretariat

Article 17 : Character
1. The Administrative office to do the practical and clerical work
for WARDY is the Secretariat of WARDY.
2. The office of the Secretariat is stationed in the Korea
Institute for Youth Development in Korea.
3. The Secretariat shall comprise a Secretariat-General and such
staff as the WARDY may reguire in accordance with the

regulation of the organization structure.

Article 18 : Purposes

The Secretariat, in pursuit of the purposes of the WARDY, shall
perform the following:

1. control, sum up and support the activities of WARDY:

2. plan and promote the joint research and development for youth
among members;

3. encourage the exchange of experts on youth and youth leaders
among members:;

4. encouraging the sharing of information about youth and the
joint development among members of projects concerning youth:

5. encourage the dispatch or training of human research
resources for youth among members:

6. hold international conferences and seminars on youth: and

7. take care of other matters related to the activities of WARDY.



Article 19 : Operation
1. The matters necessary for the operation of the Secretariat shall
be decided by the rules in ﬁhe General Assembly.
2. The budget for the primary operations shall be provided by
WARDY. The other expenses shall be covered with the

membership fees and other revenues.

Article 20 : Provisional Committee
Provisional Committee may be established temporarily in order to

perform efficiently the work of the Secretariat.

Three persons among
those presented, Tamotsu Sengoku, Jin Zhi~Kun, Vice President of Youth Sociological
Association of China, and Young—Seung Cho, President of Korea Institute for Youth
Development, made a basic agreement of establishing the world organization for youth on
November 22, 1995 at the dinner conference in Japanese Youth Association Hall.

3. Contents of Agreement

The representatives from three nations are meeting today to agree upon the following
issues :
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1) The official title of this organization will be “The World Association of Research and
Development for Youth”. It will be noted as “WARDY” in the following.

2) “WARDY” will perform various activities such as the following : theoretical research,

~ development of policy, information service, international exchange program for the
youth and the youth leader.

3) Any international institutions working for youth research and development may join

“WARDY", but its membership is limited only to two institutions per nation. The
membered representative will become a life~time member and will continue to hold
the qualification for a membership even after the person may withdraw from the
position.

4) Many nations as possible are encouraged to join “WARDY”.

5) “WARDY" will start its work when 5 nations or more nations join the association.

6) To advance the matters related to “WARDY” in details, three persons who will sign
this agreement are designated as the arrangement committee members. They are
expected to meet once again for further work in December of 1995,

7) Three committee members of the above will "become a life-time member of
“WARDY”. ,

8) Three members will frequently exchange their ideas and suggestions on “WARDY”
via telephone or facsimile until the next meeting. .
