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Research Purpose

-This Research is proposed to investigate the effect of poverty on youth health, juvenile delinquency, youth participation in the labor market, and academic achievements. 

-The researchers seek to discuss the ways of reducing poverty through social policy.

Research Content

-Effects of Poverty on youth health.

-Effects of Poverty on juvenile delinquency.

-Effects of Poverty on youth participation in the labor market.

-Effects of Poverty on youth academic achievements.

Research Results

1. The more an individual (youth) objectively suffered from poverty or subjectively felt financial shortage, the worse his/her health condition was. Moreover, the research found that individuals in the poverty group suffered from mental illness, psychological problem, and depression.

2. The research found that poverty raised the possibility of an individual becoming a chronic juvenile delinquent compared to the non-poverty group. Furthermore, the chronic poverty group had the highest possibility of being a delinquent, while non-poverty group had the lowest rate.

3. From looking at the effect of poverty on youth participation rate in labor market, youths in later grades had a higher rate of increase compared to the non-poverty group.

4. As a consequence of the effect of poverty on youth academic achievements, absolute poverty, comparative poverty, and subjective poverty returned negative results in youth academic achievements.

Political Suggestion

-For the purpose of poverty reduction, support policies for the public transfer of income have to be strengthened.

-As a way of improving the private transfer of income, the donation culture has to be promoted.

-In order to support impoverished youths, adequate jobs have to be provided.

-The relevant support systems for youth health and academic work have to be strengthened with the various ‘Start Enterprise’ programs.
