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Research Purpose

The research is conducted to build an efficient delivery system for welfare services to the minority youth group.

Research content

-A survey analysis of the current status of welfare service details of central government and local government.

-A case analysis of the youth welfare service delivery system in foreign countries.

-Political suggestions concerning the welfare service delivery system for the minority youth group.

Research Result

According to the analysis, the domestic children's welfare service delivery system is currently operated by the Home Affairs ministry and local administrative governments. The dualistic administrative structure has thwarted unification of administrative work and co-operative functions.

Furthermore, the research indicated that a strengthened co-operative network system between the public and civil sectors is also essential to the promotion of participation of local welfare service institutes.

Political suggestion

-Currently, services of the central government in the field of ‘Children & Youth’ are mostly defined by the functional characteristics of each department. However, we suggest that there have to be improved co-operative links between departments, organized along the lines of the following four major categories.

a) Protection category: the co-operative links between ‘the Ministry of Health and Welfare,’ ‘the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology’, ‘the Ministry of Justice’, ‘the National Police Agency’, and ‘the Ministry of Labor’ have to be improved with considering overlapped services

b) Welfare category: the co-operative links between ‘the Ministry of Health and Welfare,’ ‘the Ministry of Gender Equality’, ‘the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology’, ‘the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry’, ‘the Ministry of Labor’ and ‘the Ministry of National Unification’ have to be improved with considering overlapped services.

c) Youth activity category: the co-operative links between ‘the Ministry of Health and Welfare,’ ‘the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology’, ‘the Ministry of Justice’, ‘the Ministry of Labor’, and ‘the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry’ have to be improved with considering overlapped services.

d) Education category: the co-operative links between ‘the Ministry of Health and Welfare,’ ‘the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology’ and ‘the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry’ have to be improved with considering overlapped services.

-A plan for a new welfare service delivery system for youth has to be devised.
