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Research Purpose: 
The number of North Korean adolescent Refugees has been increasingly growing in South Korea. For the purpose of supporting their settlement in South Korea, the research is conducted to review the related policies. 

Research Content & Result

An analysis of the policies and systems related to the future career issues of the North Korean adolescent refugees.

An analysis of the academic careers and life of the North Korean adolescent refugees.

An analysis of the experiences of North Korean refugees who spent the period of their adolescence in South Korea.
A case study on the policies related to adolescent settlers in Germany, Norway, Australia, and Taiwan.

A policy proposal on the North Korean adolescent refugees.

Political Suggestion

The research made a number of recommendations to support North Korean adolescent refugees. 

- The education and support systems that help North Korean adolescent refugees to adjust to their new life in South Korea, such as, psychological treatment and support upon entering school at an early stage of their settlement.
- Support for their academic careers in school such as training ‘para-educators’ and supplementary lessons for them.
-Support for the North Korean adolescent refugees outside of school by, for example, promoting adoption and setting up sisterhood relationships.
- The establishment of a government-run institute with a comprehensive set of competences for dealing with the North Korean refugee population and new settlers.

-The continued support for the North Korean adolescent refugees in the period following that which is prescribed by laws on the refugees' care and protection.
