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Research Purpose

In order to establish adequate youth policy, the current state of the youth and the trends which the youth follow have to be ascertained. The research is conducted to build a framework for the development of youth policy, and to devise categories of indicators which can aid in directing youth policy.

The research on the youth development indicator that has started in 2006, has to be sustainably improved and the data accumulated.

Research Content

-A study on the 100 indicator items terms of background, input, process and result.

-Problems of the indicator system and the proposal for a revised plan. 

-A study on the development of the ‘Youth Culture-Capital indicator’ and a survey on the youth happiness index.

-A study on the plan for the establishment of a general statistics database system on youth.

Research Result

-The statistical data for 83 indicator items in the fields of its background, input, and process had been collected, and a workshop to obtain the ‘Youth development indicator study' results had been held.

-A nationwide questionnaire survey on youth was conducted.  

-The plan for the establishment of a general statistics database system on youth was proposed.
Political Suggestion

-To produce or improve sustainable youth development indicators, youth-related administrative statistics and youth statistics systems.
-More valuable youth development indicators have to be developed: mental health indicator, body health indicator, multi-culture acceptability indicator, private education-participation indicators, etc.
