As a consequence of youths encountering some difficulties in the ‘Youth Culture Center’, ‘shortage of facilities and space’, ‘lack of understanding between youths and teachers’, and ‘communication problems’ were pointed out.

Political Suggestion

-Youth management committees for the ‘Youth Culture Center’ have to be substantially activated.

-Tutors and advisors of Youth facilities have to be provided extended training opportunities and improved working conditions.

-The legal system related to Youth facilities has to be realigned and improved.

-Government support for youth facility management has to be enhanced along with the welfare system.

-A greater number of ‘Youth Culture Centers’ has to be built.

-The network between youth facilities and institutes has to be strengthened.
