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Research Purpose

The research is conducted to discover the direction of multicultural education and its appropriate contents through a study on the various (social psychological, environmental, and personal) factors affecting the youth’s capacity for multiculturalism.

By comparing multicultural education in Korea and foreign countries, and analyzing the approach of the youth, school teachers and parents to multicultural education, the present research arrived at the conclusion that multicultural education should be pursued.

Research Content

-The analysis of various factors affecting the youth’s multicultural capacity.

-General awareness of multicultural education and the demand for it.

-The current status of multicultural education abroad and in Korea

- Support plans for encouraging multicultural education

Research Result

The research found that multicultural education for the parent generation is also needed, as a consequence of the general level of multicultural capacity of the parent group being even lower than that of the youth group.

According to the survey, ‘experience of foreign cultures’ was the most positive personal factor influencing multicultural capacity, and ‘egocentric-nationalism’ was in that respect a negative factor.
According to the survey on school teachers, a lack of understanding of the importance of multicultural education pervaded the teacher group.
Political Suggestion

The establishment of specific mid/long-term policy goals for multicultural education is necessary.

For the purpose of promoting multicultural education, the network between youth-related institutes and schools in the local communities has to be strengthened.

The research support system for the multicultural education program development has to be established.  

A campaign promoting an understanding of the importance of multicultural education has to be conducted.
