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Research Purpose

Research was conducted to analyze the current status of sexual awareness of the youth through indicating factors affecting youth’s sexual consciousness and behavior.

The research aimed at finding the appropriate youth policy to enhance fine sexual morality within the youth culture.

Research Content

An analysis of the current status of the sexual awareness of youth, and of sexual education.

An analysis of the factors affecting the sexual consciousness and behavior of youth.

An analysis of the current status of the sexual consciousness and behavior of the youth delinquent group.

Research Result

The research indicates that the dominant factor affecting the sexual consciousness of youth is the character of the individual.

On the other hand, the dominant factor affecting the sexual behavior of youth was ‘relations with schoolmates’.

Analysis of the sexual education experience of the youth:

The source of sexual education could be divided into three major categories: school, private organizations, and home education.

95% of the respondents stated that their sexual education was delivered at school. However, more than half of the respondents stated that the contents of sexual education in school were of no value and made the education ineffective.

20% of the respondents stated that their sexual education was delivered at home. Thus, of the three sources of sexual education, this was least common. However, the survey results indicated that sexual education at home was the most effective.

By interviewing the youth delinquent group, the research found that that this group's sexual consciousness tends to be distorted by harmful factors, such as, family problems, mammonism and patriarchal culture.

Political Suggestion

A survey on the current status of sexual awareness of youth, including consciousness and behavior, has to be regularly conducted and its conclusions ought to be reflected by the developments in educational practice.

Various sexual education programs have to be developed and provided.

Special sexual education programs for the youth delinquent group have to be supported.
