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Research Purpose

-The comparative study is conducted to indicate the current status of children’s and youth's welfare policy. 

-The study is also conducted for developing an adequate policy plan which reflects each trait of the local communities concerned.

Research Content 

The analysis of the children's and youth's welfare policy report of 16 local governments.

The questionnaire survey on public service officials of 16 local governments.

A case study on the children’s and youth's welfare policies of local governments was conducted to identify the current status and the problems.

A comparative survey on the children's and youth's welfare policies in the Korean local governments and in the local governments in the other four countries (Japan, USA, France, Germany).

Research Result

The research provided the means to create benchmarking reports for various institutions of the other advanced countries.  

· USA : ‘Department of Health and Human Service’

· France : ‘Direction de 1’Action Sociale, de 1’Enfance et de la Santé’

· Germany : ‘Kreisjugendamt’

    -   Japan : youth welfare policy of central government and local government

The research indicated that offices of Korean local governments are mostly overwhelmed or in a state of internal disorder, because of the huge diversity of their departments.
The names of the departments of local government dealing with children's and youth's welfare are: the Social welfare department, the Family welfare department, the Civil Welfare department, the Resident Welfare department, and the Resident Living Support department.

The average children's and youth's welfare budget per capita was estimated at 94,149 won.

Political Suggestion 

-The organizational integration of children and youth services.

-Training officials to improve expertise and stability.

- Increasing children's and youth's welfare budget and changing the allocation formulae for the budget.

- Strengthening the official network between central government and local government.
